The applicant is requested to make a presentation within 20 minutes
about their master’s thesis (or equivalent research output) and their
Doctoral Course research plan. The applicant is examined for 20
minutes after their presentation. Applicants who can submit their
master’s thesis (or equivalent research output) by the oral examina-
tion day, can take the second examination at the same time.
@ Prior sumbission material
Submit the documents by the designated date. Except for figures
and tables, the fonts should be larger than 18 points. See the de-
partment website for an example.
- Presentation material for Oral Examination
Applicants are required to submit 8-page presentation material,
containing figures and tables.
(3) Oral Examination (Second Examination)
@ Oral Examination
In the case that the applicant cannot submit their master's thesis
(or equivalent) for the first examination, their master’s thesis will be
examined on another date. In the case of admissions in April 2026
for Schedule A, the second examination will be planned from the
end of January to the beginning of February 2026. In the case of
admissions in Octorber 2026 for Schedule B, the second examina-
tion will be planned from July to August 2026. The date and place
will be announced later.

* Those who graduated or are expected to graduate from the Master's Course of

the University of Tokyo are not required to take exam (1) Written Examination.

** In the second examination, applicants are examined whether they have
earned their master’s degree with excellent grades.

Submit the documents by the desig-
nated date. Except for figures and tables, the fonts should be larger
than 18 points. See the website of OTPE for an example.
